Our Pinot Gris came �om a small vineyard in Carmel Valley. 
The grapes were hand harvested into small totes and lightly 
pressed at 135 gallons per ton. A�er fermentation in a one 
ton stainless steel tank, the wine was racked to a neutral 
French oak puncheon. The Pinot Gris aged for a total of four 
months in oak prior to bottling.
